CASE STUDY
Car Park A, Royal South Hants Hospital, Southampton

The works to Car Park A at the RSH comprised relocation of the entrance to the car park,
improvements to the layout, resurfacing and associated works including drainage and lighting.

The primary motivation of this project was to minimise the pinch point in the road resulting from the
works to the entrance of the new AMHU, and this was achieved by relocation of the entrance. It was
necessary to carefully coordinate the works to Car Park A with the requirements of the AMHU project
and the operational requirements of the Hospital, to minimise delay and disruption.

Works commenced in mid October 2009 and the car park was reopened on 1% February 2010. The
value of this project was approximately £423,000 excluding VAT.
